( Faculty Enbancement and Instructional Development
The FEID grants are designed for projects aimed at improving the instructional
process on the campus. All full-time, tenure-track faculty, librarians and lecturers
with full-time contracts are eligible. The awards include 3 WTU's of release
time for either the Fall or Spring semester and/or up to $500 for Operating and
Equipment funds. The awards generally do not include travel expenses.

G Faculty-Undergraduate Student Research/Creative Activity Grants
The Faculty-Undergraduate Student Research/Creative Activity program is aimed
at encouraging faculty to involve undergraduates in substantive ways in their
research or creative activities. The goal of this initiative is to provide a high
quality experience for undergraduates by introducing them to the research or
creative paradigms of a discipline through close working relationships with
faculty. Students may apply up to $1,000 to support their project.

( Robert & Louise Lee Collaborative Teaching Award
This award was established by Robert and Louise Lee in 1995 to support departments
engaged in collaborative teaching and learning. It provides a one-time stipend
of $1,500 to help defray the costs of a new or on-going project developed by
faculty collaborators engaged in enhancing student learning.

(. International Research & Creative Activity Travel Grant
The purpose of this travel grant, sponsored with funds from the President’s Office,
is to assist faculty in their research and creative activities. Individual awards
will be up to $1,000. Funds can be used to collect data, conduct exploratory
investigations, or present research at conferences, all outside of the United States.
Travel period for this grant program is January 1 through June 30, 2009.
